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SURVEY SUNDAY: STEP ONE IN THE SEARCH
FOR A PASTOR

Have you been wondering when we
would start looking for a new pastor?
April 10", Survey Sunday, is the first
step. On April 10th at both services
(shortened appropriately), you will be
asked to fill out a 5-6 page anonymous
survey about yourself, your involvement
with your faith and this church, how you
view various aspects of this church, and
your ideas for the future. Those who
know they cannot attend on April 10"
can obtain a survey in advance so that
they can return it by that date.

For step two, during May and June,
members of the congregation will meet
together in small groups over a period of
6-8 weeks. Participants in the groups
will receive the results of the survey and
reflect together on their vision for the

church, and specific goals and action
steps to fulfill that vision. The meet-
ings will be led by volunteers who have
been trained to facilitate the discus-
sions. The work of the small groups
will then be pulled together at a Leader-
ship Retreat, from which results will be
shared with the congregation and a re-
port prepared for the Session. This re-
port will form the basis for our search
and our call to a new pastor.

The study process outlined above is
being led by a Mission Study Commit-
tee appointed by the Session. Neta
Pringle and a representative from the
Presbytery are assisting. Committee
