· Each year the Miss West Virginia Organization creates a one-of-a-kind quilt featuring quilt squares made by our state contestants!

· We sell raffle tickets for the quilt as one of our major fundraisers for scholarship dollars.

· Below are the instructions for your quilt square:
· The design on your square must contain your name and your title. You can create any other design you wish.  Ideas include your platform, your local area or your hobbies.

· Your square must be EXACTLY 14 x 14 in total size.  You must leave 1 inch on each side to allow for seams.  This means the space for your design on the square will be the middle 12 x 12.

· Use cotton or other sturdy fabric for your square. Fabrics like felt, silk, jersey are hard to sew together and lose stability and shape during sewing and washing.

· Everything used on your square must be SEWED down rather than glued.  The squares need to be as durable as possible as glue wears off over time.

· Feel free to use fabric pieces, rhinestones, appliqués, etc. for your squares.  But remember they must be sewed on. Do not use paint on your squares as it will wear off over time.

DUE DATE: NO LATER THAN APRIL 23, 2010
Unless you mail to me in advance, your square must be handed in during orientation.
