
RULES AND REGULATIONS


OF THE


MINNESOTA COUNTIES COMPUTER COOPERATIVE


LAW ENFORCEMENT USER GROUP


(Amended February 9, 1987)


(Amended September 7, 1988)

(Amended May 28, 1992)

In accordance with Article V., Section l. of the Minnesota Counties Computer Cooperative (MCCC) Bylaws, the following supplementary Rules and Regulations governing the business of the Law Enforcement User Group are promulgated.


Article I

Purpose
Section l. The purposes of the Law Enforcement User Group are to provide direction to the MCCC Executive Committee regarding vendor selection and vendor contracts, to determine and approve changes, modifications, or enhancements to existing software applications, to identify the need for and requirements of new software applications, and to conduct business necessary to the operation of the User Group.   


Article II

Organization and Structure
Section l. The User Group shall elect from among its members a Chair‑   person, Vice Chairperson, and Recording Secretary.

Section 2. There shall be an Advisory Committee consisting of one representative and one alternate from each of the four regions plus the User Group Chairperson and an ex-officio representative of the MCCC Executive Committee.

Section 3. Officers and Advisory Committee members shall serve one‑year  terms commencing with the MCCC Annual Meeting each year.

Section 4. Special ad hoc committees may be appointed at the discretion  of the User Group Chairperson and the Advisory Committee.

Section 5. User Group representatives may vote only on decisions that   affect applications used in their county or on general business of the

User Group.

Section 6. Each county participating in the User Group is entitled to   only one vote.

Section 7. The User Group representative or his/her alternate may vote  only in the absence of the county's delegate.

Section 8. The Advisory Committee shall have authority to approve any   software program changes or enhancements that can be accomplished under

the flat fee charge of the vendor supporting the system.  A simple

majority of Advisory Committee members may pass an issue.

Section 9. Minor enhancements involving small additional costs to users  or general business of the User Group may be acted upon by a simple

majority of application users or User Group members, as appropriate, who are present at a duly called meeting.  Approval of such changes shall also be allowed by mail or telephone ballot to the User Group representative using that application.  Such mail or telephone approval may take place only upon authorization of the User Group Advisory Committee.  Any business involving significant monetary commitment or contractual matters (e.g., RFP approval, vendor selection, contract approval, etc.) requires a quorum.  A quorum shall exist when 50% plus one of the counties using a specific application are present when business relating to that application is being voted upon at a duly called meeting.  Determination as to whether a simple majority or quorum is required shall be made by the User Group Chairperson with the advice of the User Group Advisory Committee.

Section 10. Executive Committee approval of any additional expense or   monetary commitment is required.

Section 11. Support for meeting coordination, research, contracting,    billing, vendor monitoring, and other similar services will be provided

by MCCC staff.

Section 12. Notice of User Group or committee meetings must be provided  to the county's delegate and User Group contact ten (10) days prior to the meeting. Notice of a meeting may be waived either before, at, or after such meeting, in   writing signed by each User Group member present. Meetings shall be held at the call of the User Group Chairperson. All User Group correspondence shall be sent to the county's delegate and to the User Group contact.


Article III

User Group Fees
Section l. Members of the User Group agree to pay the dues established by the MCCC Board of Directors as provided for in Article X., Sections 2 and 4 of the Bylaws.

Section 2. Advisory Committee member expenses shall be paid by each  representative's county. Meeting expenses of the User Group shall be shared equally among its members.

Section 3. The Law Enforcement User Group has established the following  sales prices for MCCC‑licensed software to new member counties:

            Civil Process Tracking System ‑ $650.00

Revenue from such sales shall be paid to Blue Earth County (owner of the Civil Process Tracking System software) according to the following  schedule:

For the first five Civil Process Tracking Systems sold: the full price of $650.00 each. 

For the sixth and subsequent Civil Process Tracking Systems sold: 50% or $325.00 each. 

The remaining 50% or $325.00 each received for the sale of the sixth and subsequent Systems shall be put in a Civil Process Enhancement Fund for future use by users of the Civil Process Tracking System.


Article IV.

Law Enforcement Enhancement Fund
Section 1. A special Law Enforcement Enhancement Fund for future use of the User Group shall be established with revenue received from the following sources:

A certain portion of the sale price of POSSE-VT Software (See Article V. below.)

An assessment of fifty dollars ($50) per month to be paid by all members of the Law Enforcement User Group, to be billed by MCCC, beginning October 1, 1988.

A contribution of fifty dollars ($50) per month to be paid by User Group affiliates, to be billed by
MCCC, beginning October 1, 1988. (See Article VI. below.)


Article V.

Distribution of Revenue from Software Sales
Section 1. Beginning with the sale of POSSE-VT to the tenth member county, and for all subsequent sales, eighty percent (80%) of the difference between the software price shown in the Licensed Software Product Cost Matrix and $9,000 (the original price for the Basic and Secondary Modules) shall be reimbursed to member counties as follows: 

Until September 30, 1988, divided equally among the following charter members of the User Group (those who had joined prior to June 15, 1986):

The remaining twenty percent (20%) shall be placed in the Law Enforcement Enhancement Fund for future use by the User Group.

Reimbursement to member counties will end when they have received fifty percent (50%) of their original software cost. 

(Example: The tenth participant will pay MCCC $9,000 for the Basic and Secondary Modules; MCCC will pay $8,325 to Vision Technology. The remaining $675 will be distributed as follows: 80% divided equally among the charter members and 20% to the Law Enforcement Enhancement Fund.)


Article VI.

Law Enforcement Enhancements
Section 1. The User Group may agree to distribute copies of MCCC-owned enhancements to entities which are not members of the User Group. Such distribution shall be subject to the following conditions: a) The acceptance by the user of an MCCC license to use the enhancement and b) payment by the user of 1) regular contributions to the Law Enforcement Enhancement Fund in an amount to be determined by the User Group and 2) any applicable assessment.



Article VII.


Continued Membership

Section 1. A member intending to end its participation in the User Group shall so inform the MCCC office in writing not less than thirty (30) days prior to the next regular support fee billing date.


Article VIII.


Revisions

Section 1. These rules may be amended by the full User Group as appropriate, subject to approval by the MCCC Executive Committee.
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
